Global Health Ministries Update 
 The campaign for hospice kits continues with a request for 
7,000 more kits from Dr. Kristopher Hartwig in Tanzania, an ELCA 
volunteer coordinating the hospice/palliative care program for 20 
Lutheran hospitals.  2,200 additional kits are needed in Zimbabwe 
and 600 are needed in Cameroon.  Over 10,000 kits will need to be 
collected and shipped if we are to fulfill these requests by our 
partners overseas. 
 St. John’s has 51 hospice kits, 69 midwife kits, and 66 health 
kits ready to ship to Global Health Ministries and Lutheran World 
Relief through the auspices of the Synod Assembly in Wisconsin 
Dells in June.   
 We are committed to continuing to assemble these kits 
throughout the year as we have supplies donated to us.   
 
Cameroon Peanut Butter Stew – Serves 6 
 

 2 pounds of beef, cubed ¼ cup flour 
 3 tablespoons oil  1 cup chopped onion 
 3 cups water   ¼ teaspoon pepper 
 ½ cup water for paste  8 ounces tomato sauce 
 ½ cup peanut butter  2 teaspoons salt 
 

 Flour meat and brown in oil.  Add onions and stir until 
sautéed.  Add 3 cups water and simmer until meat is tender.  Mix ½ 
cup water, tomato sauce and peanut butter to make a paste.  Slowly 
add paste, salt and pepper, stirring to blend.  Heat thoroughly but do 
not boil.  Serve over cooked rice.  
 This recipe is easy to multiply, even for 200-300 people.  It is 
taken from the GHM Cookbook Come to the Table which contains 
100 recipes from 25 nations.  It is available from GHM for a donation 
of $6.

A Note Regarding our Mortgage Pledge Drive  

Hello, my name is Dan Baun.  Along with my wife Janis, our 
family has been members at St. John’s since moving here in 1992. 

For those of you who were here before 1997, I want to take 
you back for just a minute as you recall what our church was like prior 
to the addition and remodel in 1997.  You will probably remember the 
cramped kitchen down in what is now the education wing; the 
“fellowship hall” where we enjoyed each other’s company in shifts 
because of its small size, or perhaps our library called “books on a 
cart.”  You may also remember the sweltering days of summer with 
no air conditioning. 

On June 6, Mark Gilbertson will be showing a power point 
presentation that will help those of you who were here remember this, 
and hopefully educate our newer members about the addition done at 
that time.   

This addition was a 1.2 million dollar project in 1997 and since 
then, through pledges, donations and a few estate bequeaths, we 
have taken the loan down to about $300,000.  Unfortunately, lately 
we have had to make the mortgage payment out of our current funds, 
which is severely challenging our current operational budget.   

Over the next several weeks you will hear about this project.   
Our feeling and hope is that we are recreating much of the excitement 
of the addition for our longer-term members as well as educating the 
newer members to the needs that were solved and the efforts made 
to that end.   

When that is done, we’ll be asking those who can to donate or 
pledge to the building fund.   It’s not about shifting from current 
donations to building fund, it’s about setting aside and giving what 
you can, specifically to the building fund.  That may well be nothing, 
or a few dollars extra a week, or maybe a significant pledge that you 
then work on to complete.  We realize that many of us are financially 
challenged as it is, so this should not be seen as a heavy-handed 
attempt to pressure someone to pledge or make a donation.   

This pledge drive will culminate with our commitment day on 
June 27, but please, if you feel ready to do so, commit prior to that.

·  2 cord ties: 8" narrow lengths of selvage, 1/4" twill tape or heavy 
white knit/crochet cotton  

·  1 razor blade (single-edge, safety-wrapped), may be purchased at a 
home improvement store  

·  1 regular size bath towel  
·  1 36" square muslin or sheeting  
·  1 wash cloth (thin)  
·  1 bath size bar Ivory soap  
·  1 newborn stocking cap (keep hand-knit ones very small)  
·  1 small cotton-blend or flannel shirt (to waist only as the babies do 

not wear diapers)  
·  1 receiving blanket  
·  1 pair plastic or latex gloves (clean, not sterile), NO kitchen gloves  
 

Place the cord ties and razor blade inside a small Ziploc bag.  Wrap 
everything else inside the bath towel and place this, the small Ziploc bag, 
and a card labeled Midwife Kit  inside a 2-gallon Ziploc bag.  Squeeze the 
air out of the bag before sealing it.
